Golf SA Men’s and Women’s 
Amateur Championships and 

Bronze Cup 
The stroke play rounds of the South Australian Men’s and 
Women’s Amateur Championships were played on Monday 26th 
and Tuesday 27th April at The Grange Golf Club.  

The Men, with a full field of 72 entrants 
played 36 holes on the opening day with 
the leading 32 plus ties continuing on to the 
second day playing a further 36 holes. 

After 72 holes the SA medal was awarded 
to Tom Bond of the Grange Golf Club for 
his 2 over par score of 290, with rounds of 
74, 72, 73, 71. 

In the Women’s event Ebony Heard was 
the leading qualifier after the 36 holes with 
rounds of 73 & 75 (158). 

The top 16 male and top 8 female qualifiers went through to the 
Match Play finals played at Royal Adelaide Golf Club between 
Thursday 29th April and Sunday 2nd May. 

Matt Walkenhorst and Max McCardle both from the Flagstaff Hill 
Golf Club fought it out for the Men’s final while Kooyonga players 
Ebony Heard and Emma Ash battled for the title of Women’s 
Amateur Champion. 

Walkenhorst who qualified in 8th position, defeated top qualifier 
Tom Bond in the Quarter finals on the 19th hole and then 
overcame fourteen year old Anthony 
Murdaca 6/4 in the 36 hole semi final 
to gain a berth in the final against club 
mate Max McCardle.  

McCardle the 2009 State Captain 
defeated Daniel Speirs in the Quarter 
finals 3/2 and in an absorbing semi 
final contest was pushed all the way 
by Golf SA Classic Champion Brad 
Moules, eventually winning 1up. 

In the 36 hole Men’s Final, McCardle 
led 
from the onset playing some of 
the best golf of his career 
overcoming Walkenhorst 12/11 to 
be crowned the South Australian 
Men’s Amateur Champion. 

In the women’s final 18 year old 
Emma Ash, the reigning Junior 
and Women’s Amateur Champion 
have a tough battle with Ebony 
Heard who was aiming for her 3rd 
Women’s title.  
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After a riveting contest both players were all square after 36 
holes, Heard eventually claimed another state title on the 2nd play 
off hole after putting her approach shot within 2 foot of the pin. 

The Bronze Cup (women) qualifying 
rounds were held at The Vines. The 
top 8 qualifiers contested the Match 
Play finals at Royal Adelaide. Top 
qualifier was Di Moore (Royal 
Adelaide).  

The 27 hole final was a tight contest 
between Suzanne Moffatt (Kooyonga) 
and Sarah Russell (North Adelaide) 
with Suzanne the eventual winner on 
the last hole. 

Membership Numbers - Snapshot
